Organizational matters of the 46th Karlovy Vary IFF
PARTNER FOUNDATIONS

As is the case every year, this year’s 46th Karlovy Vary IFF provides an opportunity for nonprofit organisations to present their projects during the festival. The official nonprofit organisations for 2011 are as follows: Help the Children! (Pomozte dětem), the Taťána Kuchařová Foundation – Beauty of Help (Nadace Taťány Kuchařové – Krása pomoci) and Amnesty International CR.

Help the Children! is a long-term charity project organised jointly by Czech Television and the Civil Society Development Foundation. The chief aim of the collection is to provide direct and effective help to vulnerable and disadvantaged children up to the age of 18, throughout the Czech Republic. During the International Film Festival a radio-controlled model car race /large racetrack/ will take place on 5 July 2011 on Mlýnská kolonáda in Karlovy Vary. Fees for entering the race will be placed in the project’s collection box.
The Taťána Kuchařová Foundation – Beauty of Help was established in 2008, focusing its attention and support primarily on the elderly. The 46th Karlovy Vary International Film Festival will be hosting a concert by Goran Bregović and his Wedding and Funeral Orchestra in support of projects for senior citizens. The concert will be held in the open air cinema (letní kino) on 3 July 2011 at 8pm. 

A Day with Amnesty – this is the title of the event Amnesty International is putting together for this year’s 46th Karlovy Vary International Film Festival. Amnesty International is marking its 50th anniversary this year and, during the KVIFF, on Thursday 7 July, starting at 11am, it will be organising a signature campaign and cultural event in support of three unjustly imprisoned people. The Amnesty day is part of Amnesty International’s worldwide campaign, supported, among others, by former president Václav Havel.
OPEN AIR CINEMA (Letní kino)
After many years of decay the city of Karlovy Vary has finally started to manage the process of refurbishment of the Summer Theatre for film screenings. The International Film Festival Karlovy Vary is currently negotiating with Karlovy Vary Town Council so that the Summer Theatre can form part of the festival and can be used for film screenings and other events.

During the 46th Karlovy Vary IFF, visitors, guests and members of the public will have the chance to relax in the Jameson Festival Lounge, located in front of the Thermal hotel.

 

the Kids’ Corner

After the experience of last year, the 46th KV IFF will again be organising the Kids’ Corner in the Thermal Hotel and also the Kids’ Tent, run by Mateřské centrum Karlovy Vary o.s.

ISTVÁN SZABÓ TO PRESIDE JURY AT 2011 KARLOVY VARY INTERNATIONAL FILM FESTIVAL

Multiple Oscar-nominee and -winner Hungarian filmmaker István Szabó will preside the international jury at the 46th KVIFF.

"Nine years after having presented his film TAKING SIDES at the 37th KVIFF, Mr. Szabó will be back at the Festival. We couldn’t be more thrilled to have such a distinguished and legendary artist heading the Festival's jury, " said Karel Och, KVIFF’s Artistic Director.

Being the only Hungarian director with an Oscar-winning film (MEPHISTO, 1981), Szabó has been acclaimed by the international press from the very beginning of his career. At that time he drew on the experience of his own generation and Hungary’s recent cinematic history: FATHER (1966), LOVEFILM (1970), and 25 FIREMAN’S STREET (1973). In 1980, the Silver Bear Winner CONFIDENCE (1979) was subsequently nominated for an Oscar. 

Szabó’s international reputation grew with his next three films, a historical trilogy inaugurated by MEPHISTO. The film was honored with an Academy Award for Best Foreign Language Film as well as Best Screenplay at Cannes. The following two films in the trilogy, COLONEL REDEL (1985) and HANUSSEN (1988), were subsequently nominated for an Oscar.

With this newfound fame, István Szabó began working in the West and with numerous acclaimed Western European and American actors from: Glenn Close in MEETING VENUS (1991); Stellan Skarsgård in TAKING SIDES (2001); Annette Bening in BEING JULIA (2004); and most recently, Dame Helen Mirren in the yet-to-be-released THE DOOR (2011).
