In compliance with the FIAPF (International Fedematof Film Producers Associations) statute
for non-specialised film festivals, the competitiocluded selected films made after 1 January
2006, which had not been shown in competition atlear international festival.

Out of the 14 films included in this year's compgeti, 12 were shown for the first time
internationally and one had its world premiere.
